INTERNATIONAL BACCALAUREATE (IB)
Mendham High School was admitted to the International Baccalaureate Organization in 1998.  This internationally-monitored curriculum provides a rigorous course of study for highly focused students. Such students may elect to be candidates for the IB Diploma, widely accepted as the finest secondary program available. Of the 64 IB diploma candidates in the Class of 2010, 60 were awarded diplomas recognizing IB achievement (94%). 125 students sat for IB examinations in May 2010.
